>  For junior level students (P.1-P.3), students can easily master the reading strategies of using
illustrations and IT information to help understand abstract concepts and ideas. The most
difficult reading strategy for them is to predict and verify the understanding of the content of
article as it may be affected by the reader’s language comprehension, background knowledge
and cognitive abilities.

>  For senior level students (P.4-P.6), students can easily master the reading strategy of using IT
information to help understand the abstract concepts and ideas. The most difficult reading
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strategy for them is learning to ask questions while reading as most of the students are passive.

All levels have already finished the reading activities in diversity learning lessons.With

different topics at different levels, all teachers agreed that students’ reading interests were

aroused and it also helped motivate students to read more books or e-books.

Each level has designed 2 reading activities to enhance students’ reading skills :

Level Title Content & Activities
P.1 |Joyful Reading 1 : Ss watched an online story of Three Billy Goats Gruff on
Three Billy Goats Gruff | YouTube first and then T share read the story with Ss. Then
Ss had to act out the scene which is about the three goats
crossing the bridge. Ss enjoyed the activities.
Joyful Reading 2 : Ss watched an online story of Goldilocks and the Three Bears,
Three Billy Goats Gruff and then T share read the story with Ss. After that, Ss had to
act out the scenes. Ss enjoyed the activities.

P.2 | Joyful Reading 1 : T chose an online story called ‘Maddi’s Fridge’. After shared

Maddi’s Fridge reading the story, T discussed with students about the story
first and asked them to share their personal experience about
what they put or get in the fridge.

Joyful Reading 2 : T introduced a book called ‘Be kind’ about moral values. The

Maddi’s Fridge book is good for children to cultivate their virtue. After that,
T asked Ss share how they can be kind to others in their daily
lives.

P.3 | Friends and Fun Ss read a reading passage about buying things in shops and
worked on the reading comprehension in TB. Then, Ss
involved in a role play and acted as customers and
shopkeepers to buy and sell things in shops using paper
money and picture cards.

Let’s Go Green Ss read a reading passage about recycling and worked on the
reading comprehension in TB. Then, Ss formed into groups of
3 or 4 to design a poster about recycling at school. They had
to draw pictures and write slogans and instructions about how
to recycle things at school.

P.4 | Online story : I need my | T chose an online story called I Need My Monster which is

monster - Part 1

about a little boy named Ethan who can’t fall asleep without
the ragged breathing and claw-scratching of his favorite
monster, Gabe. But Gabe has left a note that he’s gone fishing,
so Ethan knocks on his floor to summon a series of substitute
ghoulies. The lesson objectives of this reading lesson are to
tap prior knowledge and build background through class
discussion. Ss will learn to listen attentively, ask and answer
questions about key details in a text and read aloud. Then, they
discussed why the little boy needed his monster to fall asleep.

Online story : I need my
monster : Part 2

The lesson objectives of this reading lesson are to learn to
identify end rhyme and finish the story map. When the story
is finished, Ss use chart paper to create a chart with three
columns labeled (‘Characters : Who?’ ‘Setting : Where?” and

‘Events : What happened?’). T explained that the characters
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are who the story is about and then asked Ss who was in the
story. Ss made a list of story characters in the column and
draw simple pictures with the names if necessary and filled in
the setting and events column in the same way. Finally, Ss
were asked to complete the story map.

P.5 | The Honesty Woodcutter | T chose a fable called The Honesty Woodcutter. Ss first

watched a video of The Honesty Woodcutter. After shared
reading the story, T asked some questions related to the story
using related reading strategies and discussed the importance
of being honest with Ss. Then, T brainstormed with Ss to write
down the lines and Ss worked in groups to act out the story.

Fun Culture Ss learned about different eating habits in other countries. T
used online videos, such as "10 Facts About Cultures Around
The World," to see examples like slurping noodles in Japan,
eating with hands in India, and the Chinese Red Envelope
tradition. T also conducted some reading activities to help Ss
gain a deeper understanding of these cultures. Then, Ss
worked in groups. Each group prepared and performed a short
drama showcasing one of the cultural practices. T also asked
questions to ensure Ss understood what they had watched and
read.

P.6 | Save the Earth T presented 15 ways to save the Earth through ppt, then Ss

read a reader ' I can save the Earth' and watched a video 'l can
save the Earth'. Then, Ss in groups discussed some other ways
to save the environment.

A Visit to Switzerland Ss watched a video 'Craziest adventure sports in Switzerland'.
T discussed and asked some comprehension questions about
it with Ss after watching. Then, Ss in groups shared some
crazy adventure visit they had with peers and voted for the
craziest one in class.

>  The lessons are useful as they provide additional reading materials, which provide
opportunities for students to apply the reading strategies that they have learnt in lessons.
>  As conclusion, using various tools, such as videos, reading, and role-playing, made the lesson
more interesting and engaging. Doing the drama helped students remember the stories better

because they got to act it out. Overall, students enjoyed the lesson because it was interactive,
and it provided students with opportunities to practice reading skills.
